Our guest speaker last week was Dr 

Kirsten Emmott, a full service general 

practitioner and member of the Rotary 

Club of Courtenay whose offices are in 

Comox.  Dr Emmott explained that back 

in the 1990s, the Federal government 

reduced the number of places at 

universities for new doctors and that the 

College of Physicians and Surgeons sets 

out the rules governing the qualifications 

of immigrant doctors.  Provincial 

governments pay for hospital costs, all of 

this using the taxes paid by each of us.  

Finding a doctor in the Valley is very 

difficult when GPs retire. 
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
