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Judy Walker, a member of the Planning Department of the Village of 

Cumberland, discussed many of the aspects of her important role in helping 

make sense of the development and protection of the lands and forests in 

the area.  She talked about easements, covenants and a variety of ways land 

is designated.  The rate of growth of our Valley has increased steadily and 

more and more pressure is placed on the green spaces.  Judy mentioned 

that, in the past, the basis for establishing parks came under the heading of 

SLOAP—Space Left Over After Planning.  Judy works hard with her 

colleagues to try to ensure that every park, passive or active, fits into the 

overall plan for the development of the Cumberland Community.
