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Sunrise Rotarian and Habitat for 

Humanity ReStore General 

Manager, Tim Roth, was our guest 

speaker last week.  Tim provided 

a brief history of the development 

of Habitat for Humanity in the 

Comox Valley.  Work began to 

establish the affiliate in 2003, 

awareness and funds were raised 

in the community, the City of 

Courtenay donated a building lot, 

the affiliate was chartered in the 

spring of 2004 and the first two 

homes, a duplex were built at the 

Courtenay traffic circle in August. 

In 2005 the ReStore was up and 

running and in 2006, the second two homes, another duplex, were built at 

the corner of 26th Street and Kilpatrick Ave in Courtenay on a lot 

purchased with proceeds from the ReStore.  The ReStore has raised 

$240,000, which has allowed Habitat to pay for the houses and bank 

$100,000.  150 tons of material have been kept out of the landfill due to the 

recycling aspect of the ReStore.  Deconstruction of houses, removal of 

items during renovations and donations from the public and local businesses 

have provided the stock that has been sold at the store.  In 2007, the plan is 

to build 4 homes in the Comox Valley and 2 in Campbell River.  Thirty-six 

deconstructions are planned for 2007 as well as value-added projects using 

donated materials.
