22.9
million Africans have died. There
are 11,000 new infections and
8,000 deaths each and every day.
To place these numbers in a local
4 perspective, if our Valley were
suffering the same rate of deaths
it would take just over a week for
everyone to be gone. As Steven Lewis has stated, the situation in Africa
“shames and diminishes us all”. We can’t ignore it. Billy has launched a
project he calls A Day For Africa. Billy has decided to set aside the first
four Saturdays in March, April, May and June 2008 to offer the services of
volunteers to do chores for residents in return for a donation to a fund he
has set up. His goal is to raise $5,000. He has spoken to 3 of the 4 Rotary
clubs, has received donations of cash and kind and a matching pledge, up to
$5,000, from a anonymous Rotarian in the RC of Strathcona Sunrise. Our
club will provide volunteer workers to help. Businesses will also be
