Rotarians Help Haitians 

A team of Rotarians from New York, and the Rotary Club of Port-au-Prince, Haiti, 
brought much-needed medical treatment to villagers on the island of La Gonave and 
installed 18 solar panels to power the remote village's medical clinic and water pump.  
The four-day mission, organized by George Solomon, past governor of District 7260, was funded in 
part by a Rotary Foundation Matching Grant. The team included Rotarian and volunteer solar 

engineers, plumbers, nurses, and a physician.   

"Everybody is bringing their expertise to make this project a success. That's what Rotary is about…
putting the right people in the right places," said Solomon during the mission, which was his eighth 
visit to the impoverished region since 2007. "Accomplishing our goals here brings immediate and long-

term aid to people who desperately need it." 

After Haiti's January 2010 earthquake, La Gonave experienced an influx of people seeking refuge from 
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Cumberland Centennial Rocks!
